After-Reading notes for April 19, 2026 - Vedic Reading with Cyril Neicheril

Note: I'm expecting an analysis of the Vedic chart he has put together, not “life coaching”. He seems to
think I have some sort of “problem”. I do not have any problems at the present time.

About 5 minutes into the reading, I mentioned to Mr. Cyril that he had misspelled my
name on all the documents. He said, "Now you're picking on me." ... my spidey sense

went, "Huh?" "= It was after that that he said, "You're a difficult person"

He kept trying to make me think I needed some nebulous kind of fixing. Maybe because
everyone who comes to him has a problem of some kind. But I wasn't buying into it.

Then he said, "You like to be in control of everything." I said, Yeah - I'll cop to that.
When it comes to me, yeah, I do." Then he said you have to believe in yourself and do
things for yourself. .. so which is it?
